From the wilderness and
this Lebanon as far as the great river, the river Euphrates, all the land of the Hittites to the Great Sea
toward the going down of the sun shall be your territory. No man shall be able to stand before you all
the days of your life. Just as | was with Moses, so | will be with you. | will not leave you or forsake
you. Be strong and courageous, for you shall cause this people to inherit the land that | swore to their
fathers to give them. Only be strong and very courageous, being careful to do according to all the law
that Moses my servant commanded you. Do not turn from it to the right hand or to the left, that you
may have good success wherever you go. This Book of the Law shall not depart from your mouth, but
you shall meditate on it day and night, so that you may be careful to do according to all that is
written in it. For then you will make your way prosperous, and then you will have good success. Have
| not commanded you? Be strong and courageous. Do not be frightened, and do not be dismayed, for
the LORD your God is with you wherever you go.”

The Gospel Lesson: Luke 12: 27-34

Consider the lilies, how they grow: they neither toil nor spin, yet | tell you, even Solomon in all
his glory was not arrayed like one of these. But if God so clothes the grass, which is alive in the field
today, and tomorrow is thrown into the oven, how much more will he clothe you, O you of little
faith! And do not seek what you are to eat and what you are to drink, nor be worried. For all the
nations of the world seek after these things, and your Father knows that you need them. Instead,
seek his kingdom, and these things will be added to you.

“Fear not, little flock, for it is your Father's good pleasure to give you the kingdom. Sell your
possessions, and give to the needy. Provide yourselves with moneybags that do not grow old, with a
treasure in the heavens that does not fail, where no thief approaches and no moth destroys. For
where your treasure is, there will your heart be also.
