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Why Do We Do That?

What is the Collect of the Day?

The Collect is often titled “The Prayer of the Day”
in our warship at Peace. It typically takes place
right after the Song of Praise and right before the
lessons for the day. To understand the Collect it is
helpful to be reminded of the distincticn between
orders and propers.

The “orders” are those parts in the service that do
not change from week to week. Examples of
“arders” include The Invocation (Calling on the
Lord), the Lord’s Prayer, and the Creed. It is good
to know that some aspects of Christian worship
have not changed throughout the centuries. The
Lord’s Prayer that we say is the exact same prayer
early Christians spoke just a few years after Jesus’
death. That is powerfull

The “propers” are those parts of the service that
do change from week to week. Some examples of
the “propers” are the lessons, the Collect of the
Day (Prayer of the Day), and the hymns. It is good
that we change some aspects of our worship so
that each week can have its own theme and tone.
The Collect puts together the theme that can be
drawn from the lessons for the day. In a sense, it
gives us focus. If you ever have a hard time under-
standing what the lessons are saying, look to the
Callect and it will give you the focus.

In my humble opinion, focus can be a problem in
today's Chrisban worship. We have wandering
minds. We don’t always put points together as we
should, Sometimes we don't grasp completely
what the pastor is saying. And it goes the other
way too—sometimes the pastor doesn't make his
point as clearly as he should.

In cases like this, The Collect is our friendly helper.
lust look to the Collect and you will know what the
message should be about. In this sense—it is the
target that we aim for in the worship service.
